Award Honoree
This award is named to honor the late Dr. William G. White, Jr., for his lifetime dedication to preparing students to join the ranks of the academy.  As professor at Grambling State University, he had a profound influence on his students, requiring rigor and excellence while maintaining a warm and empathic approach.  His students prized his mentorship and many have become NADE leaders and experts, claiming his tutelage as the source of their inspiration.
