· letter of nomination summarizing the significance of research findings or publication to the field of Developmental Education (1-2 pages)
· two letters of endorsement by Developmental Education professional (limit of 1 page per letter) 
· supporting material
●  1-2 published articles with a photocopy of journal cover and table of contents
●  1-2 page summary (from the nominee) of philosophy of Developmental Education as 
    demonstrated by research and goals for future research

This award honors Dr. Hunter Boylan’s lifetime contribution of research and scholarly publications in the field of Developmental Education. He is one of the founders of NADE and of the Council of Learning Assistance and Developmental Education Associations (CLADEA) and served as president of NADE from 1981 to1983.
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
